OSBORNE LEARNING OVERVIEW for YEAR 2
Each term, this overview will inform you of the vital knowledge and skills your child will be learning and the theme title.
We have defined learning as; the process of receiving and personalising knowledge in order to apply new concepts and experiences, independently, to unfamiliar situations.

As a result, children learn better when they are able to consistently rehearse and use their new skills, which is why we place so much emphasis on attendance being above 97%, children and arriving punctually at school.
Home learning is an essential tool in your child’s learning process which 
· Consolidates and reinforces current learning across many curriculum areas and 
· Promotes independent learning 


	Theme: Life on Earth

	Literacy 

Writing

Speaking and Listening – Using full sentences when talking, sharing ideas about texts, editing sentences verbally as part of starter activities for literacy and grammar, sharing likes and dislikes.

Story Writing – Exploring and describing characters, settings and language used to write a story.
                        Writing our own stories about dinosaurs or using dinosaurs as a character base. 
Report- Sharing how reports are different to stories, use of headings and sub-headings to sort information and including technical words in writing. 

Poetry – Sharing different poetry, exploring rhyme, writing simple alliterative and onomatopoeic poems.

Reading 
As part of developing an understanding of the text we are reading, we will be continuing to revise different comprehension skills using variety of text types. In school we identify key words to support a child’s understanding of a text and to support them finding an answer. The process is as follows:

1) Read the sentence

2) Identify 1 or 2 key words

3) Check if the word links to the sentence

4) Underline the key word that links. 

Spelling 

· Recognising sounds in words
· Identifying alternative sounds
· Learning the common exception words for the Year 1 and Year 2 curriculum.
Grammar

· Capital letters and full stops for sentences

· Capital letters for proper nouns – people’s names, days of the week, months of year and places.
· Conjunctions (and, so, but and because)

· Using commas in a list.



	Numeracy 
Place Value– 

· Read and write numbers to 100 in words and numerals

· Partitioning numbers into Tens and Units. 
· Identify, Estimate and represent different values
· Compare numbers to 100 using <, > and =
· Counting in different ways to 100

Calculations – 

· Learning numbers that make 10 and 20 so they can recite them.

· Addition and Subtraction of numbers using a number line and objects
· Calculate missing number problems.
· Solving simple word problems using RUCSAC. This stands for 

· Read the question
· Underline the key words
· Choose the operation (+ or -)
· Solve the problem
· Answer the question
· Check your answer
· Calculate amount of money in pounds and pence. 
· Addition and subtraction involving money
· Represent multiplication using x and =, and solve the problem by drawing an array, a repeated addition sentence or image.
· Count and recall multiplication facts in steps of 2, 5, 10 and 3.
· Represent division using ÷ and =, and solve the problem by sharing objects into groups, a repeated subtraction sentence or image.


	Science

The children will investigate Habitats in the first half term

· Understand the difference between dead and alive. 
· Identify habitats that animals live in are suited to animals.

· Describe how a habitat to provide the needs of animals.

· Understand simple food chains.

Then in the second half term they will begin to explore Animals including Humans. They will:
· Identify things that animals need to survive.

· Identify and name common animals including birds, fish, amphibians, reptiles
· Identify animals which are herbivore, carnivore or omnivore.

	Computing 
The children will be using computer code to move an object on the screen. They will

· Understand the importance of ordering instructions

· Convert sequences into a program

· Make predictions of what a program might do.

· Spot and fix errors in their programs.


	Other curricular areas
·  The children will be exploring the theme of Life on Earth. As part of this topic they will:
· Art and Design 

· Sculpture.
· Use different materials and techniques to create a sculpture. 
· Combine different materials to make a strong sculpture. 
· Investigate the works of notable artists and designers, 
· Design & Technology

· Designing and building a strong structure using different materials.
· Using tools safely to cut and shape materials

· Measure and mark out accurately. 

· Evaluate different mechanisms

· Create a new product using a mechanism. 

· History 
· Understanding the life of significant people in the world (David Attenbourgh, Mary Anning, William Buckland, Lawrence Lambe, Barnum Brown and Charles Darwin)
· Understanding famous events that have shaped the future (The Great Fire of London) 
· Recognise why people acted as they did
· Explain how history has changed things for the better. 
· Music 

· Using different body parts as an instrument.
· Taking part in singing in a group accurately following the melody. 
· Make long and short sounds using voices and instruments.
· PE

· PHSE – via the PATHS Scheme and British Values
· Exploring the feelings of loneliness, being shy and being embarrassed

· Exploring how to make friends positively. 
As part of the curriculum we will link lessons to the British Values which the Government require us to teach. These values are:

· Democracy – ensuring everyone has an equal right to make a decision and that it is done so everyone’s opinion is counted. 
· The Rule of Law – understanding that there are laws within the country and if they are broken there are consequences.
· Individual liberty – ensuring that everyone is able to exercise their right to freedom without living in fear.
· Mutual Respect – making sure everyone is accepted, respected and appreciated.
· Tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs – accepting others regardless of their faith or beliefs.

· Creation Stories
· Recognise some of the teachings of Christians.
· Name some simple symbols.
· Identify how Christianity is different to other religious beliefs or creation.
