	OSBORNE LEARNING OVERVIEW for YEAR 3
Each term, this overview will inform you of the vital knowledge and skills your child will be learning and the theme title.

We have defined learning as; the process of receiving and personalising knowledge in order to apply new concepts and experiences, independently, to unfamiliar situations.

As a result, children learn better when they are able to consistently rehearse and use their new skills, which is why we place so much emphasis on attendance being above 97%, children and arriving punctually at school.

Home learning is an essential tool in your child’s learning process which 

· Consolidates and reinforces current learning across many curriculum areas and 

· Promotes independent learning 
Theme: WONDERS OF THE WORLD – South America


	Literacy 

Writing

This term we will be covering both fiction texts and non-fiction texts. We will be exploring:

Speaking and Listening – Talking about texts, editing sentences verbally as part of starter activities for grammar.
Handwriting – Joined handwriting, letters on the line, size of letters and finger spaces. 

Information Text – Reading different fact texts about South America, then using this knowledge to support story
          story writing. 

To continue develop the children’s writing skills we use the following writing criteria:

· Use a capital letter at the beginning of every idea.

· Use a full stop at the end of every idea.

· Check my writing makes sense.

· Add adjectives and noun phrases to describe.

· Add adverbs to describe actions. (happily, angrily, nervously)
· Add conjunctions to connect sentences. (and, but, so, because)
· Use similes to provide further description. (As brave as a lion)
Reading: During guided reading and comprehension activities, we will be using the key word strategy to locate key words that help us to find answers in the text. We will start by looking at part one of the key word strategy, which is to:

· Read the first sentence only. 
· Identify 1 or 2 possible key words. 
· Check if key word links to each following sentence. 
· Underline key word that links to every sentence. 
Spelling: Throughout this term, we will be looking at the following spelling rules:

· Using the prefixes dis and in.

· Y3 – ‘eigh’ and homophones (grate/great)
· Adding the prefixes un-/dis-
· We will also learn the Year 3 and 4 list, which can be found by searching “Year 3 and 4 Statutory Word List”
Grammar
· Using a range of conjunctions (when, if, because, although, so). 
· Using adverbs to add description (quickly, slowly, nervously).
· Using correct speech punctuation. 
· Use the correct tense in writing.
· Exploring Standard English, including correct use of was/were and did/done. 

· Adding prefixes and suffixes to words to change their meaning (happy/unhappy, hope/hopeful). 

	Numeracy 
Place Value 

· Naming numbers up to 1000.
· Writing numerals correctly up to 1000.
· Partitioning numbers into Thousands, Hundreds, Tens and Ones. 

· Ordering numbers in different sequences.
· One, ten or 100 more or less
Calculations 
· Developing addition and subtraction skills for quick mental working.
· Understand and recall number bonds and facts.
· Investigating numbers that make 10/20/50/100/1000
· Understand and recall multiplication tables of 2,3,5 and 10 by heart up to 12 x 2
· Solving word problems by picking out numbers, keyword and question sentence.

	Science

The children will investigating Light and Shadows this term. They will:

· Identify sources of light.

· Understand how shadows are made

· Understand how light is reflected.
· Magnetism and other forces. (2nd Half Term)

	Computing

E-safety

The children will be using the internet to find out facts about electronic communication. They will

· Use technology safely and respectfully, 

· Keeping personal information private; identify where to go for help and support when they have concerns 

· To understand that there are risk in using communication technologies

· The children can name ways of communicating without technology

· To be aware of the SMART thinking messages that will help them stay safe

· The children can explain the risks associated with email

Bug Fixing in computer programmes

Find mistakes in programming and fix the problem.
