OSBORNE LEARNING OVERVIEW for YEAR 6
Each term, this overview will inform you of the vital knowledge and skills your child will be learning and the theme title.
We have defined learning as; the process of receiving and personalising knowledge in order to apply new concepts and experiences, independently, to unfamiliar situations.

As a result, children learn better when they are able to consistently rehearse and use their new skills, which is why we place so much emphasis on attendance being above 97%, children and arriving punctually at school.
Home learning is an essential tool in your child’s learning process which 
· Consolidates and reinforces current learning across many curriculum areas and 
· Promotes independent learning 

	Theme: Your Country Needs You!

	Literacy 
Texts: Helicopter Man, Anne Frank’s Diary and Refugee Boy.

Media: Mourning Dove film.
Writing
Fiction Texts – 
· Reading and writing narrative: To explore the motivation behind characters’ actions, use drama to explore parody and finally retell a narrative with a flashback.
Non-fiction texts:
· Recount: create diary entries in role as Anne Frank. 
· Autobiography: create an autobiography of Anne Frank. 
· Journalistic writing: create a report using Refugee Boy as a stimulus. 
Reading 
· During guided reading and comprehension activities, we will be using the key word strategy to locate key words that help us to find answers in the text. We will start by looking at part one of the key word strategy, which is to:

· Read the first sentence only. 
· Identify 1 or 2 possible key words. 
· Check if key word links to each following sentence. 
· Underline key word that links to every sentence. 
Spelling 
· Throughout this term, we will be looking at the following spelling rules:

· Spelling hyphenated words (re-enter, re-cover, co-ordinate, co-operate). 
· Words ending with ible/able or ibly/ably
· Words ending with suffix -ing (referring, transferring). 
· Words ending with suffix -ed (referred, preferred, transferred). 
· We will also learn the Year 5 and 6 list, which can be found on the Government’s website: www.gov.uk 

Grammar

· Relative clauses

· Parentheses 

· Conjunctions

· Use of expanded noun phrases. 
· Use of semicolons, colons and dashes. 
· Use of hyphens to avoid ambiguity. 
· Proofreading and editing our work, checking for corrections to be made to spellings and punctuation.  

	Numeracy 
· Number and place value.

· Negative numbers and calculating intervals across zero. 
· Mental and written addition and subtraction.

· Mental and written multiplication and division.
· Using estimation to check answers to calculations. 
· Simplifying, comparing and ordering fractions. 
· Add, subtract, multiply and divide fractions. 
· Geometry, position and direction.
· Solving word problems using RUCSAC. This stands for: 

· Read the question
· Underline the key words
· Choose the operation (+ -  x  ÷)
· Solve the problem
· Answer the question
· Check your answer

	Science

The children will be to understand animals, evolution and inheritance this term. 

· Know the parts of the circulatory system and how they work. 
· Investigate the structure of the heart and lungs. 
· To understand the features of evolution and inheritance. 

	Computing
· Learn about the domain name system and explore the school’s network infrastructure.

· Develop an understanding of some important algorithms.    
· Online safety 


	Other curricular areas
·  The children will be exploring the theme Your Country Needs You! As part of this topic they will learn:
· Art and Design
· Using a range of painting techniques. 
· Creating an object to be used for repetitive printing.
· Music
· Appreciation of music from traditions or composers. 
· PE
· PE kits will be needed every Monday. Children will need a t-shirt, shorts or jogging bottoms and a pair of pumps.

· PHSE – via the PATHS Scheme 
· Exploring feelings and making good decisions.  
· Study and organisational skills. 
· Geography
· Human geography linked to settlements, land use, economic factors and trade links. 
· History
· Exploring British history through the study of the World War Two.  
· Spanish
· British Values
· As part of the curriculum we will link lessons to the British Values which the Government require us to teach. These values are:
· Democracy – ensuring everyone has an equal right to make a decision and that it is done so everyone’s opinion is counted. 
· The Rule of Law – understanding that there are laws within the country and if they are broken there are consequences.
· Individual liberty – ensuring that everyone is able to exercise their right to freedom without living in fear.
· Mutual Respect – making sure everyone is accepted, respected and appreciated.
· Tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs – accepting others regardless of their faith or beliefs.


	Further comments

PE is being taught every Monday afternoon during the first half term. Children will need to arrive at school in their PE kits and will remain in them throughout the day.

	Home learning project
