OSBORNE LEARNING OVERVIEW for YEAR 6
Each term, this overview will inform you of the vital knowledge and skills your child will be learning and the theme title.
We have defined learning as; the process of receiving and personalising knowledge in order to apply new concepts and experiences, independently, to unfamiliar situations.

As a result, children learn better when they are able to consistently rehearse and use their new skills, which is why we place so much emphasis on attendance being above 97%, children and arriving punctually at school.
Home learning is an essential tool in your child’s learning process which 
· Consolidates and reinforces current learning across many curriculum areas and 
· Promotes independent learning

	Literacy 

Writing
Fiction Texts:

· Reading and writing poetry: To study poetry containing a range of similes, metaphors and powerful imagery in order to enhance our skills and create our own poetry. 
· Reading and writing stories from another culture: To explore classic historical stories from a range of cultural settings, building towards writing our own stories using the skills we have developed. 
Non-fiction texts:
· Persuasive writing: To study persuasive texts, looking at biased articles, speeches and letters, focussing on persuasive techniques including modal verbs, rhetorical questions, formal and informal writing.
· Discussion writing: To study journalistic and debate texts in order to understand argument and bias.  
Reading 
· During guided reading and comprehension activities, we will be using the key word strategy to locate key words that help us to find answers in the text. We will start by looking at part one of the key word strategy, which is to:

· Read the first sentence only. 
· Identify 1 or 2 possible key words. 
· Check if key word links to each following sentence. 
· Underline key word that links to every sentence. 
Spelling 
· Throughout this term, we will be looking at the following spelling rules:

· Words with the shul sound spelt tial or cial. 
· Words with the suffixes aqua, bi, tele, circum, aero, auto, pro, anti, trans and semi.

· Homophones

· We will also learn the Year 5 and 6 list, which can be found on the Government’s website: www.gov.uk 
Grammar

· Use of imperative and modal verbs.  
· Use of semicolons, colons and dashes. 
· Use of subordinate and relative clauses. 
· Understanding how words are related by meaning as synonyms or antonyms.   


	Numeracy 
· Ordering and comparing decimal numbers. 

· Multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 1000. 
· Calculating percentages. 
· Developing an understanding of algebra. 
· Measurement and converting units of measurements. 
· Perimeter, area and volume in the context of measurement. 
· Developing an understanding of ratio. 
· Solving word problems using RUCSAC. This stands for: 

· Read the question
· Underline the key words
· Choose the operation (+ -  x  ÷)
· Solve the problem
· Answer the question
· Check your answer

	Science

The children will be studying electricity this term. 

· To understand and recognise symbols used to represent circuit diagrams. 
· Investigate how electrical components function together through scientific experiments. 

· To use test results to make predictions to set up further comparative and fair tests.  

	Computing

· Create programs which use variables 
· Use Variables, Sequence, Selection, and repetition in programs
·  Use logical reasoning to explain how increasingly complex algorithms work and to detect and correct errors in algorithms and programs efficiently.


	Other curricular areas
·  The children will be exploring the theme Dynamic Decades! As part of this topic they will learn:
· Art and Design
· Study of the artist Henry Moore and how his sculptures were influenced by Maya art and civilisation. 
· Music
· Understanding the history of music. 
· PE
· The P.E. for this term is: net/wall games (e.g. badminton and tennis). PE kits will be needed every Wednesday. Children will need a t-shirt, shorts or jogging bottoms and a pair of pumps for PE. 
· PHSE – via the PATHS Scheme 
· Study and organisational skills. 
· Exploring feelings and making good decisions.  
· Design and technology
· Creating, evaluating and improve the structure of a Maya temple. 
· History
· In depth study of Maya civilisation. 
· Spanish
· Studying the language of science and the solar system. 
· RE
· In depth study of Hinduism, including daily life, places of worship and celebrations. 
· British Values
· As part of the curriculum we will link lessons to the British Values which the Government require us to teach. These values are:
· Democracy – ensuring everyone has an equal right to make a decision and that it is done so everyone’s opinion is counted. 
· The Rule of Law – understanding that there are laws within the country and if they are broken there are consequences.
· Individual liberty – ensuring that everyone is able to exercise their right to freedom without living in fear.
· Mutual Respect – making sure everyone is accepted, respected and appreciated.
· Tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs – accepting others regardless of their faith or beliefs.



	Further comments

PE is being taught every Wednesday during the term. It is best if children leave named PE kits in school as PE days are subject to change without notice. 
Some of the work within this theme has been planned to link with home learning. Therefore it is important that this is completed with parents support at home. This will be sent out to you on a Friday and MUST be handed in by Wednesday with all pieces of work completed.



	Home learning project
