Osborne Learning Overview for Year 1

Each term, this overview will inform you of the vital knowledge and skills your child will be learning and the theme title.

We have defined learning as; the process of receiving and personalising knowledge in order to apply new concepts and experiences, independently, to unfamiliar situations.

As a result, children learn better when they are able to consistently rehearse and use their new skills, which is why we place so much emphasis on attendance being above 97%, children and arriving punctually at school.

Home learning is an essential tool in your child’s learning process which 

· Consolidates and reinforces current learning across many curriculum areas and 

· Promotes independent learning 

· Informs parents of the importance of cross-curricular learning at home and at school

· Means parents can ensure that children understand content in home language as they are considered first educators.

	Literacy 

Writing

This term we will be covering both fiction texts and non-fiction texts. We will be exploring:

· Labels and captions.

· Instruction writing.

· Writing a description.

· Information texts.

· Story 

To continue develop the children’s writing skills we use the following writing criteria:

· Say your sentence aloud to check it makes sense.

· Sound out words for spelling.

· Use finger spaces.

· Use capital letters at the start of sentences.

· Use a full stop at the end of a sentence.

· Use capital letters for names.

· Join sentence ideas with ‘and’.

Reading 
 During guided reading and comprehension activities children will:

· Be encouraged to join in with ‘thinking aloud’ whereby they will draw on their personal experiences and knowledge to help them to better understand the themes in the books that they read.

· Use words and sentences to help them to visualise the ideas, characters and settings

 in the text.
· Summarise what they have read – explaining it in their own words

In addition, the children will also learn how to make predictions about the text, clarify words or sentences that they do not understand and ask and answer questions.

Spelling 
Children will work on spellings in class from the New Curriculum’s spelling list for years 1 & 2. In addition to this, children have daily phonics to help them with their reading and spelling.

Grammar

Students will learn to: 

· Build a quality sentence

· Use capital letters and full stops.
· Use the suffixes –ed, -ing or –er.
· Use adjectives to describe

· Use question marks

· Begin to use the past tense of words correctly

	Numeracy 
Students will be working towards these National Curriculum Learning Objectives:

Addition and Subtraction

· Chant the 2x table
· Chant the 5x table

· Chant the 10x table

· Represent and use number bonds and related subtraction facts (within 20).

· Add and subtract by counting on.

· To solve one step problems that involve addition and subtraction, using concrete objects and pictorial representations and missing number problems. 

· Read, write and interpret mathematical statements involving +, - and =.

Solving simple word problems using RUCSAC. This stands for 

· Read the question

· Underline the key words

· Choose the operation (+ or -)

· Solve the problem

· Answer the question

· Check your answer 


	Science

The children will investigate plants, growth and seasonal changes. 

· Understand the four seasons and the changes that occur within them
· Identify and name a variety of wild plants and garden plants.
· Describe how a seed grows.
· Demonstrate how to plant, care for and grow a seed.


	Computing

· To abide by e-safety rules.  

· To use technology purposefully to create and carry out a set of instructions (algorithm)


	Other curricular areas

· Art and Design

This term we are learning about line drawings, making careful observations, painting and colouring teachniques.

· Music

Children will be learning how to use voices as instruments.

· PE

This term we will be exploring team games. 

· RE
A study of a Christian story.

· PHSE – via the PATHS Scheme and British Values 

Exploring feelings that are comfortable and uncomfortable. Understanding how to respond to those feelings. How to make positive relationships.
As part of the curriculum we will link lessons to the British Values which the Government require us to teach. These values are:

· Democracy – ensuring everyone has an equal right to make a decision and that it is done so everyone’s opinion is counted. 
· The Rule of Law – understanding that there are laws within the country and if they are broken there are consequences.
· Individual liberty – ensuring that everyone is able to exercise their right to freedom without living in fear.
· Mutual Respect – making sure everyone is accepted, respected and appreciated.
· Tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs – accepting others regardless of their faith or beliefs.
