Writing

This half-term we will be covering both fiction texts and non-fiction texts. We will be exploring:
Speaking and Listening – Talking about texts, editing sentences verbally as part of starter activities for grammar, sharing likes and dislikes.
Story Writing – Retelling traditional tales, describing settings, and using speech in a story.
Instructions – Reading and following instructions to a do a simple task, to create a set of instructions for others to follow.
To continue develop the children’s writing skills we use the following writing criteria:
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Use letters that sit on the line and are the correct size. 

Use capital letters and a full stop accurately in every sentence. 

My dog is eating breakfast.
Use co-ordination to join two ideas.  and/so/but
Use adjectives and noun phrases in my writing.

My fat, brown dog is eating breakfast.

 Use contractions in my writing (can’t, don’t, I’ve)

I can’t remember my name.
Use sub-ordination to join two ideas.  when/if/that/because

Spell common exception words accurately

Reading
We will be giving the children a reading book weekly with their homework. Please ensure that you take time to read with your child as it supports their development and confidence in reading. 

As part of developing an understanding of the text we are reading, we will be continuing to revise different comprehension skills using variety of text types. In school we identify key words to support a child’s understanding of a text and to support them finding an answer. The process is as follows:

1) Read the sentence

2) Identify 1 or 2 key words

3) Check if the word links to the sentence

4) Underline the key word that links.
